Adjusting the camcorder’s position

The camcorder has an adjustable stand (7) and an articu-
lated LCD panel (3) that allow you to easily adjust its position
to match your recording conditions.

The camcorder can be powered with a battery pack or directly
using the compact power adapter.

1 Plug the compact power adapter into a power outlet.

For Asia only: Connect the power cord to the compact
power adapter before plugging the power cord into the
power outlet.

Connect the compact power adapter to the cam-
corder’s DC IN terminal.




Charging the Battery Pack
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Push the battery compartment cover in the direction of
the arrow to open it.

Insert the battery pack with the Canon label facing the
top of the camcorder.

¢ \When inserting the battery pack, push it up against the
battery release latch. Next, push it all the way in until the
battery release latch secures it in place.

Close the battery compartment cover.

e Push the cover until you hear a click. Do not force the
cover closed if the battery pack is not correctly inserted.




Charging the Battery Pack

6 Charging will start when the camcorder is turned off.

e |f the camcorder was on, the green power/charge indica-
tor will go out when you turn off the camcorder. After a
moment, the power/charge indicator will turn on in red
(battery pack charging). The red power/charge indicator
will go out when the battery pack is fully charged.

e |f the indicator flashes, refer to Troubleshooting (1 249).

To remove the battery pack

Open the battery compartment cover and slide the battery
release latch in the direction of the arrow so the battery pack
springs out. Remove the battery pack and close the cover.




Charging the Battery Pack

0 e Turn off the camcorder before connecting or discon-
necting the compact power adapter. After turning off
the camcorder, important data is updated in the mem-
ory. Be sure to wait until the green power/charge indi-
cator goes out.

¢ Do not connect to the camcorder’s DC IN terminal or to
the compact power adapter any electrical equipment
that is not expressly recommended for use with this
camcorder.

¢ \When inserting the battery pack, do not force it in to the
battery compartment as this may cause damage.

¢ To prevent equipment breakdowns and excessive heat-
ing, do not connect the supplied compact power
adapter to voltage converters for overseas travels or
special power sources such as those on aircraft and
ships, DC-AC inverters, etc.

¢ \We recommend charging the battery pack in tempera-
tures between 10 °C and 30 °C (50 °F and 86 °F). If
either the ambient temperature or the battery pack’s
temperature is outside the range of approx. 0 °C to
40 °C (32 °F to 104 °F), charging will not start.

e |f the ambient temperature or the battery pack’s tem-
perature is low, charging may take longer than usual.

® The battery pack will be charged only when the cam-
corder is off.

e |f the power supply was disconnected while charging a
battery pack, make sure the power/charge indicator
has gone out before restoring the power supply.

¢ |f remaining battery time is an issue, you can power the
camcorder using the compact power adapter so the
battery pack will not be consumed.

¢ Charged battery packs continue to discharge naturally.
Therefore, charge them on the day of use, or the day
before, to ensure a full charge.

¢ \We recommend that you prepare battery packs to last
2 to 3 times longer than you think you might need.

¢ You can use an optional battery charger to charge the
battery pack. For details on charging times, refer to
Charging Times ([ 1 300).

0 ¢ After repeatedly recording, deleting and editing scenes
(fragmented memory), it will take longer to write data on
the memory card and recording may stop. Back up
your recordings and initialize the memory card using the
[Complete Initialization] option.

@ e About the Speed Class: Speed Class is a standard
that indicates the minimum guaranteed data transfer
speed of memory cards. When you buy a new memory
card, look for the Speed Class logo on the package.

B SDXC Cards

You can use SDXC cards with this camcorder. When using
SDXC cards with other devices, such as digital recorders, com-
puters and card readers, make sure that the external device
is compatible with SDXC cards. For more information on com-
patibility, contact the computer, operating system or memory
card manufacturer.

0 e |f you use a SDXC card with a computer OS that is not
SDXC-compatible, you may be prompted to format the
memory card. In such case, cancel the operation to
prevent data loss.




Using a Memory Card

Inserting and Removing a Memory Card

Make sure to initialize all memory cards with the camcorder,
using the [Complete Initialization] option, before using them
for the first time. When you turn on the camcorder for the first
time, you will need to complete the basic setup first ([J1 41), and
then initialize the memory card ([ 45).

Turn off the camcorder.

e Set the power switch to OFF and check that the power/
charge indicator is off.

Open the memory card slot cover.

Insert the memory card with the label facing down and
push it all the way into the memory card slot until it
clicks.

4 Close the memory card slot cover.

¢ Do not force the cover closed if the memory card is not
correctly inserted.

To remove the memory card
Push the memory card once to release it. When the memory
card springs out, pull it all the way out.

0 e Memory cards have front and back sides that are not
interchangeable. Inserting a memory card facing the
wrong direction can cause a malfunction of the cam-
corder. Be sure to insert the memory card as described
in step 3.

Basic Setup

The first time you turn on the camcorder, you will be guided by
the camcorder’s basic setup screens to select the camcorder’s
language and set the date and time. For details on how to use
the touch screen, refer to Using the Touch Screen ([ 47).

1 Set the power switch to ON to turn on the camcorder.
¢ The lens cover will open.

® The language selection screen will appear.
¢ After the power/charge indicator turns on in green, it will
go out.

Touch the language that you want to be used for

onscreen displays and then touch [>].

¢ You can select one of 27 languages. You may need to
scroll down to find your language.

e After you select a language, the [Date Format] screen will
appear.
