Please follow these instructions to 

mount and remove your Vello Lens Adapter.

Although the lens will fit physically, automatic diaphragm (AE metering), and other functions dependent 

on communication between the camera body and lens, will be disrupted by a lens adapter. You will 

need to set exposures manually or meter in aperture priority (stop-down) mode. Focusing to infinity              

is retained.

Line up the release tab on the lens adapter 
with the red alignment dot on the lens.

2.	Rotate the lens adapter clockwise until it 
locks into place.

TO MOUNT THE LENS ADAPTER

adapter and the camera.

4.	Rotate the lens assembly clockwise until it 
locks into place.

For Micro Four-Thirds (MFT) cameras, enable the “Shoot without Lens” function in the menu of the camera.
